The pandemic also
caused a big economic crisis, with many people losing their jobs and facing poverty. On top of that,
it badly affected up the whole system that provides food to people, including livestock and crops,
transporting food and marketing.

The COVID-19 pandemic did a significant impact to achieve NLDB's core mission. The pandemic
ushered disruptions across various facets of our operations, necessitating innovative solutions.

m Disruptions in Supply Chains:

The COVID-19 pandemic led to disruptions in global supply chains, affecting NLDB's ability
to procure essential resources for livestock breeding, including feed, vaccines, and breeding
materials. These disruptions posed challenges to maintain optimal breeding conditions and
ensuring the health and productivity of our livestock.

m Labor Shortages Caused by lliness and Quarantine Requirements:

NLDB faced labor shortages due to illness among farm workers and quarantine requirements.
Health concerns related to COVID-19 transmission among farm workers affected their
willingness or ability to provide services, leading to delays in essential activities, especially in
regions with high infection rates or strict health protocols.

m Movement Restrictions, Lockdowns, and Border Closures:

Government-imposed movement restrictions, lockdowns, and border closures posed
challenges to NLDB's geographical operations. Inability to transport livestock, feed, and other
resources hindered breeding programs and exacerbated logistical challenges.

m Shortage in Fodder Cultivation and Cow Nutrition:

Importation restrictions on chemical fertilizers severely impacted fodder cultivation specially
maize in SriLanka, leading to decreased yields and productivity. Reduced availability of fertilizers
hindered soil fertility, affecting fodder quality and cow nutrition, resulting in decreased milk
production. Rising raw material prices for concentrate feed further exacerbated the situation.

m Challenges in the Poultry Sector:

The Poultry sector which is very sensitive to economic and social changes was affected
drastically and collapsed in the country due to lengthy lockdown period. NLDB's poultry sector
faced disruptions in the supply chain and transportation constraints, impacting production
efficiency and profitability. Economic uncertainties influenced farmers' investment decisions,
affecting poultry meat and egg production.

m Impact on Coconut Sector:

Export market disruptions, labor shortages, and rising input costs strained coconut product’
margins, impacting profitability and sustainability. NLDB’s min market was selling coconut
at the auction conducted by coconut Development Authority (CDA) and the demand was
drastically down due to drop in export market. Buyer could not collect and transport coconut
from estates due to prevailing lock down situation and travel restrictions.

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1.6 Mitigation Strategies by NLDB:

NLDB implemented various strategies to mitigate the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic, including
adopting digital and online technologies, ensuring continuity of essential services, capacity building
and training, promotion of biosecurity measures, and adopting flexible marketing strategies.

Despite of lockdown situation, shortage of inputs including feed, the NLDB had taken all measures
to run the operation in farm optimally. NLDB cannot stop any operation as we are working with
animals which we need to maintain. Special arrangements were made to maintain all farm and
operate them by taking strategic actions to overcome restrictions made to control Covid 19. We are
proud to mention that all Executive staff, other staff and workers did a lot of scarifications to make
the organization run optimally despite of all the obstacles.

In conclusion, this Annual Report provides a comprehensive overview of NLDB's multifaceted
operations and the achievements in 2020 despite of posed by the COVID-19 pandemic in 2020.
As we navigate through these challenges, NLDB remains committed fostering sustainable growth,
innovation, and excellence in the pursuit of our mission.

m Coconut Plantations: NLDB manages over 4,100 hectares of coconut plantations integrated
with livestock, a cornerstone of national coconut production. The coconuts are processed into
copra and coconut oil.

3.2 Covid-19 Impact

The global COVID-19 pandemic posed challenges to the NLDB's operations. Economic instability,
supply chain disruptions, and limited import/export activities affected agricultural production and
marketing.

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Training programs

NLDB identified that it is having vital role in disseminating the knowledge, experience and expertise
to the farming community and students in this country in order to develop this industry. All the NLDB
farms are considered as breeding grounds for all the new Livestock entrepreneurs and employees.
The NLDB is the only government organization to provide hands on training in large scale. There are
two dedicated training centers developed for providing theoretical knowledge and all other livestock
farms provide practical exposure for trainees.

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4.2 Progress of Projects Implemented in 2020

Opening of New Outlets:

In 2020, the National Livestock Development Board (NLDB) initiated the establishment of new
outlets to expand its market reach and enhance accessibility to its products. Three outlets were
successfully opened:

e
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Ridiyagama Farm Outlet: Strategically located to serve the visitors in Ridiyagama safari and
Ridiyagama farm and surrounding communities, the Ridiyagama Farm Outlet provides a convenient
avenue for locals to access NLDB's livestock and agricultural produce.

Polonnaruwa Farm Outlet: Catering to the agricultural hub of Polonnaruwa, this outlet facilitates
the distribution of NLDB's products to farmers and consumers in the region.
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Ragama Hospital Outlet: Situated within the premises of Ragama Hospital, this outlet aims to
provide healthcare professionals and visitors with access to fresh and nutritious NLDB products.

Cultivation of Fodder and Pasture Grass:

NLDB planned to cultivate 2,820 acres of fodder and pasture grass in 2020 to meet the rough feed
requirements of animals. By the end of December 2020, 1,506 acres of grass had been successfully
cultivated, representing substantial progress towards meeting this objective. An expenditure of Rs.
18 million has been incurred for this initiative, underscoring NLDB's commitment to ensuring the
welfare and productivity of livestock through sustainable agricultural practices.
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Introduction of New Pivot Irrigation Systems:

To enhance the forage grass development infrastructure at the Ridiyagama farm, NLDB initiated the
procurement process of two new pivot irrigation systems. This substantial investment, amounting to
Rs. 22 million, is intended to optimize grass cultivation methods to meet the high-quality forage grass
requirements of animals. The introduction of pivot irrigation systems signifies a critical advancement
in improving agricultural productivity and sustainability.

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5. Financial Review

In financial year 2020 NLDB realized revenue of Rs.3,232 million compared to Rs.2,607 million in
financial year 2019, corresponding to a growth of 24%. The organization’s operating profit sharply
increased by Rs.275.50 million in 2020, compared to that of 2019. The NLDB was able to make an
operating profit of Rs. 29 million. The main reason for that appears to be the considerable increase
in cattle income and coconut income. Additionally, there has been a significant drop in financial
costs. The reduction in bank loan interest has allowed for a drop in these financial expenses.

1. Corporate Information

1.1 Reporting Entity

The National Livestock Development Board (“NLDB”) was established in 1973 under the State
Agricultural Corporation Act. No.11 of 1972 and field operations were commenced in 1974. NLDB
comes under the purview of the State Ministry of Livestock, Farm Promotion and Dairy and Egg
Related Industries. NLDB presently manages 30 livestock and crop intergraded farms with a training
centre. The registered office of the Board is located at No.40, Nawala Road, Narahenpita, Colombo 5.

The Consolidated Financial Statements of the National Livestock Development Board as at and for
the year ended 31st December 2020 comprise the financial information of NLDB and its subsidiary
(together referred to as the “Group” and individually as “Group entities”).

1.2 Principal Activities and Nature of Operations

The principal activity of NLDB (parent) is the maintenance of Livestock Breeding Farms with a
Livestock/Crop integrated farming system with the objective of contributing to the Livestock
Development activities in the Country.

The principle activities of the Sri Lanka Poultry Development Company (Pvt) Ltd (subsidiary) are
agriculture and livestock.

2. Basis of Preparation

2.1 Statement of Compliance

The Consolidated Financial Statements of the Group and Separate Financial Statements of NLDB,
have been prepared and presented in accordance with the Sri Lanka Accounting Standards (SLFRSs
and LKASs), laid down by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of Sri Lanka (‘CA Sri Lanka’).

These Financial Statements include the following components:

e Statement of Profit or Loss and Other Comprehensive Income providing information on the
Financial Performance of NLDB and the Group for the year.

e Statement of Financial Position providing the information on the Financial Position of NLDB
and the Group as at the year end.

e Statement of Changes in Equity depicting all changes in shareholders’ funds during the year,
the Group and NLDB

e Statement of Cash Flows providing the information to the users, on the ability of NLDB and the
Group to generate cash and cash equivalents and utilization of those cash flows.

e Notes to the Financial Statements comprising Accounting Policies and other explanatory
information.

2.2 Approval of Financial Statements

The Consolidated Financial Statements of the NLDB for the year ended 31st December 2020 were
approved and authorized for issue by the Board on 25th March 2021.
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23 Basis of Measurement

The consolidated financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis except where
appropriate disclosures are made with regards to fair value under relevant notes.

No adjustments have been made for inflationary factors affecting the Financial Statements.

2.4 Functional and Presentation Currency

Items included in the financial statements are measured using the currency of the primary economic
environment in which the entities operate (‘the functional currency’). The Financial Statements
are presented in Sri Lankan Rupees, which is the entities’ functional and presentation currency. All
amounts have been rounded to the nearest thousand, unless otherwise indicated.

2.5 Use of Judgments and Estimations

In preparing these Consolidated and Separate Financial Statements, the management has made
judgments, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of policies and the reported
amounts of assets and liabilities, income and expenses. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

The estimates and associated assumptions are based on historical experience and various other
factors that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances, the results of which form the
basis of making the judgments about carrying values of assets and liabilities that are not readily
apparent from other sources.

The estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting
estimates are recognized prospectively.

Going Concern

The Management has made an assessment of its ability to continue as a going concern and is satisfied
that it has the resources to continue in business for the foreseeable future.

Furthermore, the Management is not aware of any material uncertainties that may cast significant
doubt upon the Group’s ability to continue as a going concern. Therefore, the Financial Statements
of the Group continue to be prepared on a going concern basis.

2.6 Current versus Non-Current Classification

The Group presents assets and liabilities in the Statement of Financial Position based on Current /
Non-Current classification. An asset is Current when it is expected to be realized or intended to be
sold or consumed in the normal operating cycle and held primarily for the purpose of trading or
expected to be realized within twelve months after the reporting period or is Cash or Cash Equivalents
unless restricted from being exchanged or used to settle a liability for at least twelve months after
the reporting period. All other assets are classified as Non- Current Assets.

A liability is Current when it is expected to be settled in the normal operating cycle and is held
primarily for the purpose of trading and is due to be settled within twelve months after the reporting
period or there is no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least twelve
months after the reporting date. All other liabilities are classified as Non-Current Liabilities.
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2.7 Offsetting

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount reported in the Statement of
Financial Position, only when there is a legally enforceable right to offset the recognized amounts
and there is an intention to settle on a net basis or to realize the assets and settle the liabilities
simultaneously. Income and expenses are not offset in the Income Statement, unless required
or permitted by Sri Lanka Accounting Standards and as specifically disclosed in the Significant
Accounting Policies of the Group.

3. Significant Accounting Policies

NLDB and the Group have consistently applied the following accounting policies to all periods
presented in these Consolidated Financial Statements unless otherwise indicated.

3.1 Basis of Consolidation

3.1.1 Business Combinations

The Group accounts for business combinations using the acquisition method when control is
transferred to the Group. The consideration transferred in the acquisition is generally measured at
fair value, as are the identifiable net assets acquired. Any goodwill that arises is tested annually for
impairment. Any gain on a bargain purchase is recognized in profit or loss immediately. Transaction
costs are expensed as incurred, except if related to the issue of debt or equity securities.

The Group measures goodwill at the acquisition date as:
e The fair value of the consideration transferred; plus
e The recognized amount of any non — controlling interests in the acquiree; plus

e If the business combination is achieved in stages, the fair value of the pre-existing equity
interest in the acquiree; less

e The net recognized amount (generally fair value) of the identifiable assets acquired and
liabilities assumed.

The consideration transferred does not include amounts related to the settlement of pre-existing
relationships. Such amounts are generally recognized in profit or loss.

3.1.2 Subsidiaries

Subsidiaries are entities controlled by the Group. The Group ‘controls’ an entity if it is exposed to, or
has rights to, variable returns from its involvement with the entity and has the ability to affect those
returns through its power over the entity. The Financial Statements of subsidiaries are included in
the Consolidated Financial Statements from the date on which control commences until the date
when control ceases.

In the entity’s Financial Statements, investments in subsidiaries are carried at cost less impairment
if any, in net recoverable value.
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3.1.3  Non-Controlling Interests

Non-Controlling Interests (‘NCI’) are measured at their proportionate share of the acquiree’s
identifiable net assets at the acquisition date. Changes in the Group’s interest in a subsidiary that do
not result in a loss of control are accounted for as equity transactions.

3.14 Loss of Control

When the Group loses control over a subsidiary, it derecognizes the assets and liabilities of the
subsidiary, and any related NCI and other components of equity. Any resulting gain or loss is
recognized in the profit or loss. Any interest retained in the former subsidiary is measured at fair
value when control is lost.

Subsequently, any retained interest is accounted for as an equity accounted investee or as an
available for sale financial asset depending on the level of influence retained.

3.1.5 Associates

Associates are those entities in which the Group has significant influence, but not control, over their
financial and operating activities. Significant influence is presumed to exist when the Group holds
between twenty and fifty percent of the voting power of another entity.

Associates are accounted for using the equity method (equity accounted investees) and are initially
recognized at cost. The Group’s investment in associate includes goodwill identified on acquisition,
net of any accumulated impairment losses.

The Consolidated Financial Statements include the Group’s share of the income and expenses and
equity movements of equity accounted investees, after adjustments to align the accounting policies
with those of the Group, from the date that significant influence commences until the date that
significant influence ceases.

Acquisitions of additional stakes of equity accounted investees, until the control is established, are
accounted as goodwill within the equity accounted investment if consideration paid is more than
the net asset acquired or taken into to profit or loss as gain on bargain purchase if the net asset
acquired is more than the consideration paid.

When the Group’s share of losses exceeds its interest in an equity accounted investee, the carrying
amount of that interest (including any long-term investments) is reduced to zero and the recognition
of further losses is discontinued except to the extent that the Group has an obligation or has made
payments on behalf of the investee.

3.1.6 Reporting Date

The parent and the subsidiary have the same financial year end which ends on 31st December other
than the associate whose financial year ends on 31st March.

The difference among the reporting dates of the above companies and that of the parent does not
exceed three months.
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3.1.7 Transactions eliminated on Consolidation

Intra-group balances and transactions, including income, expenses and dividends, are eliminated in
full. Profits and losses resulting from intra-group transactions that are recognized in assets, such as
inventory and fixed assets, are eliminated in full.

3.2 Foreign Currency Transactions

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated into the respective functional currencies of Group
companies at the exchange rates at the dates of the transactions.

3.3 Statement of Financial Position

3.3.1  Property, Plant and Equipment

a. Recognition

Property, plant and equipment are tangible items that are held for servicing, or for administrative
purposes and are expected to be used during more than one period. Property, Plant and Equipment
are recognized if it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the assets will flow to
the Group and the cost of the asset can be reliably measured.

b. Measurement

Iltems of property, plant and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and
impairment losses. The cost of property, plant and equipment comprises its purchase price and
any directly attributable costs of bringing the asset to working condition for its intended use. This
also includes costs of dismantling and removing the items and restoring the site on which they are
located. Where parts of an item of property, plant and equipment have different useful lives, they
are accounted for as separate items of property plant and equipment.

c. Subsequent Cost

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognized as a separate asset, as
appropriate, only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will
flow to the Group and the cost of the item can be measured reliably. The cost of the day-to-day
servicing of property, plant and equipment are recognized in the profit or loss.

d. De-recognition

Anitem of property, plant and equipment is derecognized upon disposal or when no future economic
benefits are expected from its use or disposal. Any gain or loss arising on derecognizing of the asset
(calculated as the difference between the net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the
asset) is included in the statement of profit or loss in the year the asset is derecognized.

e. Depreciation

Depreciation is calculated to write off the cost of items of property, plant and equipment less their
estimated residual values using the straight line method over their estimated useful lives, and is
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generally recognized in profit or loss. This most closely reflects the expected pattern of consumption
of the future economic benefits embodied in the asset.

Depreciation of an asset begins when it is available for use and ceases at the earlier of the date that
the asset is classified as held for sale and the date that the asset is derecognized. Leased assets are
depreciated over the shorter of the lease term or the useful lives unless it is reasonably certain that
the Group will obtain ownership by the end of the lease term.

Significant components of individual assets are assessed and if a component has a useful life that is
different from the remainder of that asset, that component is depreciated separately. The depreciate
rates of the property, plant and equipment for current and comparative periods are as follows.

Building including poultry sheds 5%-10%

Plant and Machinery 10%-15%
Estate Equipment 5%

Tools and Equipment 20%-25%
Furniture, Fittings and Fixtures 10%

f. Restoration Costs

Expenditure incurred on repairs or maintenance of property, plant and equipment (mainly in the
agricultural sector) in order to restore or maintain the future economic benefits expected from
originally assessed standard of performance, is recognized as an expense when incurred.

g. Capital Work-In-Progress

Capital work-in-progress is stated at cost. These are expenses of a capital nature directly incurred in
the construction of buildings, major plant and machinery, awaiting capitalization.

Some of the freehold land’s title changes are still in the process. Since these transactions are consider
to be major investments this have been disclosed under Property Plant and Equipment. And 35 acres
of the NLDB Siringapatha farm was handed over to MILCO on a Cabinet directive, but the value of
the land or any financial benefits that would derive not been finalized. Therefore, no accounting
entries have been recorded in the financial statements during the accounting period under review.

Landstothe extent of 3.8794 hectares in the Polonthalawa Farm had been acquired for the Deduruoya
Reservoir project under the Land Acquisition Act No.28 of 1964 However ,the compensation has not
yet been received by the NLDB.No adjustment for this loss of land has been made in the financial
statement.

3.3.2 Inventories

Inventories are measured at the lower of cost and net realizable value. Net realizable value is the
estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business, less the estimated cost of completion and
selling expenses.

The cost of inventories is based on the weighted average cost basis and includes expenditure incurred
in acquiring the inventories and bringing them to their existing location and condition.

The Board of Survey after carrying out a stock verification determined the consumer stock of milk
project as Rs.3,820,071 .However the ledger A/c balance for this stock remains as 5,732,719.80.the
difference between these two figures has been charged to the Income Statement of the year ended
31st December 2020

3.3.3  Biological Assets

a. Coconut Projects

The expenses incurred for new planting and under planting of the coconut projects were capitalized
considering the time lag of seven years between the planting and commercial harvesting. The write
off is carried out over 35 years after the commercial harvesting is commenced. As a policy decision
NLDB continued to provide 3% deduction for spoilage of coconut from the closing stock which is
reflected in the accounts.

b. Pasture Development

Pasture development expenses if capitalized considering the time lag of five months between the
time of planting and harvesting is being amortized over period of four years.

c. Mature Plantations

Cost of establishing plantation and expenditure incurred up to the maturity stage being capitalized
from the current financial period less cost of amortization for the period.

Measurement of Biological Assets

Group’s biological assets are measured on the following criteria.

a. Animals other than poultry

Animals other than poultry is valued at a standard rate circulated by the Board based on the following
factors.

1. Live weight
2 Lactation No.

3. Milk Production
4.  Pregnancy
5

Sheep, Goats, Pigs and Rabbits are valued at standards rates based on the Live Weight, Genetic Value
and Pregnancy. All culled animals are valued at standard rates based on weights. The cattle stock of
SLPDC is valued at market price of live weight less an adjustment for dress weight.

b. Breeder and Commercial Layer Poultry

Breeder and commercial layer batches of NLDB which have commenced the laying are valued at cost
incurred up to the laying point less cost of amortization for the period and the layer batches that are
growing are valued at actual cost incurred up to date. SLPDC values the commercial layer at cost less
depreciation. This cost includes initial cost of day of old birds, feed vaccines and the drug costs for
the first six months (26 weeks).

c. Breeder eggs (Hatching eggs)

Breeder eggs are valued at cost using the following formula by NLDB.

The total cost divided by number of hatch able eggs produced during the year. This total cost includes
the cost of feeds, direct wages and production overheads including depreciation charges.

d. Commercial Layer Eggs

Commercial layer eggs are valued at realized price.

e. Broiler and Layer Immature Stocks — Measured at cost

f. Broiler in Cold Room — Measured at realized price

g. Coconut and Agriculture products - Measured at realized price
h. Charcoal — At 50% of the realized price

i. Other Stock
All other stocks are valued at the lower cost or net realizable value whichever is less

As a Board policy decision, 10 % provision is made on the biological value of cattle, buffalo, goats,
pigs and sheep annually.

3.3.4 Impairment of Non-Financial Assets

The carrying amounts of the Group’s non-financial assets are reviewed at each reporting date to
determine whether there is any indication of impairment. If any such indication exists, then the
asset’s recoverable amount is estimated.

An impairment loss is recognized if the carrying amount of an asset or its cash-generating unit
exceeds its recoverable amount. A cash generating unit is the smallest identifiable asset group that
generates cash flows that are largely independent from other assets and groups.

The recoverable amount of an asset or cash generating unit is the greater of its value in use and its fair
value less costs to sell. In assessing the value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted
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to their present value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the
time value of money and the risks specific to the asset. An impairment loss is recognized in profit or
loss.

3.3.5 Financial Instruments

3.3.5.1 Non-derivative Financial Assets

The Group recognizes a financial asset in its Statement of Financial Position when the Group becomes
a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument. The Group initially recognizes loans and
receivables and deposits issued on the date when they are originated.

The Group derecognizes a financial asset when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the
asset expire, or it transfers the rights to receive the contractual cash flows in a transaction in which
substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership of the financial asset are transferred, or it neither
transfers nor retains substantially all of the risks and rewards of ownership and does not retain
control over transferred asset.

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount is presented in the statement of
financial position when, and only when, the Group has a legal right to offset the amounts and intends
either to settle them on a net basis or to realize the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

The Group has the following non derivative financial assets: Loans and receivables and Held to
Maturity investments

a. Loans and Receivables

Loans and receivables are financial assets with fixed or determinable payments that are not quoted
in an active market. Such assets are recognized initially at fair value plus any directly attributable
transaction costs. Subsequent to initial recognition, loans and receivables are measured at amortized
cost using the effective interest method, less any impairment losses. Loans and receivables comprise
trade and other receivables, amounts due from related companies and cash and cash equivalents.

However, NLDB continues to record and present employee loans at contracted amounts, until a
consensus is reached with all stakeholders of the public sector for accounting such items at fair
value.

As NLDB’s Policy, bad debt provisions are made as follows:

Over 05 years 100%
3-5 Years 50%
1-3 years 20%
During the Year 2%
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Trade Debtors as on 31st December 2020,includes a sum of Rs.10,906,994.86 on account of the
followings :-

An employee of the NLDB in the capacity of the officer in charge of Welikanda Farm had committed
a suicide and the internal Auditors of NLDB had certified a cash shortage of Rs.619,484.86 and a
shortage in livestock value of Rs.10,287,510 after his demise.

b. Held-to-maturity Financial Assets

Held-to-maturity financial assets are recognised initially at fair value plus any directly attributable
transaction costs if the transaction costs are significant. Subsequent to initial recognition held-to-
maturity financial assets are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method, less
any impairment losses. Investments in fixed deposits have been classified under as held-to-maturity
investments.

3.3.5.2 Impairment of Financial Assets

NLDB assesses at each reporting date whether there is any objective evidence that a financial
asset or a group of financial assets is impaired and if such impairment has occurred, that amount
of impairment is calculated by taking the difference between the assets carrying amount and the
present value off estimated future cash flows.

3.3.6  Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash at banks and call deposits. Bank overdrafts that are repayable
on demand and form an integral part of the Group’s cash management are included as a component
of cash and cash equivalents for the purpose of the Statement of Cash Flows. Investments with short
maturities, i.e. three months or less from the date of acquisition are also treated as cash equivalents.

3.3.7 Grants
3.3.7.1 Accounting for Grants

Grants that compensate the Group for expenses incurred are recognized as revenue in the statement
of comprehensive income in the same period in which the expenses are recognized. Grants that
compensate the Group for the cost of an asset are recognized in the statement of comprehensive
income on a systematic basis over the useful life of the related assets.

3.3.8 Liabilities and Provisions

Liabilities classified as current liabilities in the statement of financial position are those which fall
due for payment on demand or within one year from the reporting date. Non-current liabilities are
those balances that fall due for payment after one year from the reporting date.

All known liabilities have been accounted for in preparing these financial tatements. Provisions and
liabilities are recognized when the Group has a legal or constructive obligation as a result of a past
event and itis probable that an outflow of economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation.

NLDB is liable for Value Added Tax (VAT) and complied with the provision of VAT Act. VAT payable and
or recoverable amounts are reflected in the statement of Financial Position.
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3.3.9 Employee Benefits

a. Defined Contribution Plans

A defined contribution plan is a post — employment plan under which an entity pays a fixed
contribution into a separate entity and will have no legal or constructive obligation to pay a further
amount. Obligations for contributions to defined contribution plans are recognized as an expense in
the statement of comprehensive income as and when they are due.

b. Employees’ Provident Fund

The Group entities and employees contribute 12% and 10% respectively on the basic salary and cost
of living allowance of each employee to the Employee Provident Fund.

c. Employees’ Trust Fund

The Group entities contributes 3% on the basic salary and cost of living allowance of each employee
to the Employee’s Trust Fund.

3.3.10 Lease and Investment Properties

3.3.10.1 Leasehold Property

The cost of improvements to or on leasehold property is capitalized, disclosed as leasehold
improvements, and depreciated over the unexpired period of the lease or the estimated useful lives
of the improvements, whichever is shorter. NLDB has acquired movable assets on a financial lease
from the Bank of Ceylon and all such movable assets are leased over a period of five years. NLDB has
also leased out some of its immoveable property to third parties on 30 and 99 years lease periods
for the following;

1. Brandix Imitate Co Ltd. - (31 per. lease for 30 years)
2. Rajawella Land - (517 acr. lease for 99 years)

NLDB received in advance a lease rental for which land was given on a 99 year lease to the subsidiary
company (SLPDC). This balance was shown under differed lease revenue and the outstanding
amount was transferred to the investment of subsidiary account as this payment was taken into
consideration when shares were valued.

3.3.10.2 Investment Properties

Investment properties are measured initially at cost, including transaction costs. The carrying
amount includes the cost of replacing part of an existing investment property at the time that cost
is incurred if the recognition criteria are met; and excludes the costs of day to day servicing of an
investment property.

After the initial recognition, the Group measures all of their investment properties in accordance
with the requirements of LKAS 16 on property, plant and equipment other than those that meet the
criteria to be classified as held for sale.
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Investment properties are derecognized when either they have been disposed of or when the
investment property is permanently withdrawn from the use and no future economic benefit is
expected from its disposal. Any gains and losses on the retirement or disposal of an investment
property are recognized in the income statement in the year of disposal.

3.3.11 Equity

NLDB has continued to build up the Capital Reserve and Revenue reserve mainly to strengthen its
equity provision and to maintain a healthy ratio so that financial borrowings could be obtained from
lending institutions.

3.3.12 Event after the Reporting Period

Case no 37/147/2017 relating to a notice issued on an employee for vacation of post was held by a
Labour Tribunal and its judgment was that NLDB should pay a sum of Rs.243,812.50 as back wages
to the employee and Re-instatement of employee. NLDB had appealed against this judgment to
the Appeal Court. However ,the NLDB had to deposit this back wages amounting to Rs.243,812.50
with the Labour Tribunal and a further deposit of Rs.368,312.50 until the appeal court decision is
delivered.

3.4 Statement of Profit and Loss and Other Comprehensive Income

3.4.1 Revenue Recognition

Revenue is recognized to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the
Group and that it can be measured reliably. Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration
received or receivable net of trade discounts and sale taxes.

The following specific criteria are used for the purpose of recognition of revenue.

3.4.1.1 Sale of Goods

Revenue from the sale of goods is measured at the fair value of the consideration received or
receivable, net of returns and allowances. Revenue is recognized when the significant risks and
rewards of ownership have been transferred to the buyer, recovery of the consideration is probable,
the associated costs and possible return of goods can be estimated reliably, and there is no
continuing management involvement with the goods. Revenue is recognized at the invoice value net
of brokerage, sale expenses and other levies related to revenue.

Sale of Farm Products

Sales are recognized when the risks and rewards of ownership have been transferred to the buyer.

3.4.1.2 Dividend Income

Dividend income from investments is recognized when the shareholder’s right to receive payment
has been established.

3.4.1.3 RentIncome

Rental Income is recognized in profit and loss as it accrues.
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3.4.1.4 Interest Income

Interest income is recognized as it accrues in the profit or loss using the effective interest method.

3.4.2 Other Operating Income

Gains and losses on the disposal of property, plant and equipment are determined by comparing the
net sales proceeds with the carrying amount. These are included in profit and loss.

3.4.3 Changes in the Fair Value of Biological Assets

The gain or loss arising from changes in fair value of biological assets is dealt in the Statement of
Profit or Loss.

34.4 Government Grants

Government grants related to development activities which can be treated in the nature of revenue
and deferred revenue are accounted under the income approach, due to the fact that NLDB is
compelled to issue livestock and breeding materials to the local farmers at the concessionary rates
as the main objective of the entity.

3.4.5 Borrowing Cost

Borrowing costs are recognized as an expense in the period in which they are incurred, except to
the extent where borrowing costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or
production of a qualifying asset that takes a substantial period of time to get ready for its intended
use or sale is capitalized as part of that asset.

Borrowing costs that are not capitalized are recognized as expenses in the period which they are
incurred and charged to the Statement of Profit or Loss.

The amounts of the borrowing costs which are eligible for capitalization are determined in accordance
with the in LKAS 23 — ‘Borrowing Costs’.

3.4.6 Finance Expense
Finance cost comprises interest expenses on borrowings and interest on overdraft.

Borrowing costs that are not directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or production of a
qualifying asset are recognized in profit or loss using the effective interest method.

3.4.7 Income Tax Expense

Income tax expense comprises current and deferred tax. Income tax expense is recognized in profit
or loss except to the extent that it relates to a business combination, or items recognized directly in
equity, or in Other Comprehensive Income.

a. Current Tax Expense

Provision for taxation is based on the profit for the year adjusted for taxation purposes in accordance
with the provisions of the Inland Revenue Act No 10 of 2006 and amendments made thereto.
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Current tax comprises the expected tax payable or receivable on the taxable income or loss for the
year and any adjustments to the tax payable or receivable in respect of previous years. It is measured
using tax rates enacted or subsequently enacted at the reporting date. Current tax also includes any
tax arising from dividends. Current tax assets and liabilities are offset only if certain criteria are met.

No provision for income tax has been provided during the financial year as the taxable income as per
the tax computation is nil for NLDB.

b. Deferred Tax

Deferred tax is recognized in respect of temporary differences between the carrying amounts of
assets and liabilities for financial reporting purposes and the amounts used for taxation purposes.

Deferred tax assets are recognized only to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profits
will be available against which the assets can be utilized. Deferred tax assets are reviewed at each
reporting date and are reduced to the extent that it is no longer probable that the related tax benefit
will be realized.

Unrecognized deferred tax assets are reassessed at each reporting date and recognized to the extent
that it has become probable that future taxable profits will be available against which they can be
used.

Deferred tax is measured at the tax rates that are expected to be applied to temporary differences
when they reverse, using tax rates enacted or substantively enacted at the reporting date. Deferred
tax assets and liabilities are offset only if certain criteria are met.

As at the balance sheet date there is no differed tax liability recognized. This is due to accumulated
tax losses, NLDB does not recognize deferred tax assets.

3.5 Subsequent Events

All material post reporting events have been considered and where appropriate adjustments or
disclosures have been made in the respective notes to the Financial Statements.

No circumstances have arisen since the reporting date which requires material adjustment or
disclosure in the financial statements.

3.6 Segment Reporting

A segment is a distinguishable component of the Group that is engaged either in providing related
products or services (Business Segment) or in providing products or services within a particular
economic environment (Geographical Segment), which is subject to risks and rewards that are
different from those of other segments.

NLDB Financial Statements are prepared with a decentralized accounting system where each farm
is considered as an operating segment. As such each and every operating segment is taken into
account when preparing the Statement of Profit and Loss and Other Comprehensive Income and
Statement of Financial Position.
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3.7 Related Party Transactions

Disclosure has been made in respect of the transactions in which one party has the ability to control
or exercise significant influence over the financial and operating policies/decisions of the other,
irrespective of whether a price is being charged.

None of the Directors of NLDB had interests in contracts and or proposed contracts with the Board
as at the reporting date.

The Chairman who is also the Chairman of the fully owned subsidiary company of NLDB and the
Deputy Chairman are paid a monthly allowance as per the Treasury circular and no other payment
is made to them in any of the related companies of NLDB.

The Following members are paid Board fees, audit and Management Committee fees together with
a transport allowance for the days participated.

The Statement of Cash Flows has been prepared using the ‘Indirect Method’ of preparing Cash Flows
in accordance with the Sri Lanka Accounting Standard - LKAS 7 ‘Statement of Cash Flows.” Cash
and cash equivalents comprise short term, highly liquid investments that are readily convertible to
known amounts of cash and are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value.

Interest paid is classified as operating cash flow and interest received is classified as investing cash
flow.
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3.10 Exemption Applied

SLFRS 1 First Time Adoption of SriLanka Financial Reporting standards and statement of Recommended
Practices allows for certain exemptions from the retrospective application of certain SLFRS.

3.10.14.1 NLDB has applied the following exemptions Fair Value or Revaluation as
Deemed

Cost

As per the COPE directive, motor vehicles of NLDB have been revalued and the fair value is presented
in accounts. The valuation was carried out by the government valuer who is considered to be a
professional valuer.

Freehold property, plant, and equipment are carried in the statement of financial position prepared
in accordance with the LKASs, using the cost model. NLDB has elected to use the fair value as deemed
cost.

3.11 Capital Commitment and Contingent Liability

Contingent Liabilities are possible obligations whose existence will be confirmed only by uncertain
future events or present obligations where the transfer of economic benefits is not probable or
cannot be reliably measured. Capital commitments and contingent liabilities of the Group are
disclosed in the respective notes to the financial statements. Although court cases against NLDB
have been filed due to various reasons, no provisions could be made or liabilities identified as the
cases are still at the initial stage.

There are no material contingent liabilities as at the reporting date, which require adjustments to or
disclosures in the Financial Statements.

The Attorney General who is appearing on behalf of the NLDB is of the opinion that the outcome of
or the potential liability of any of the cases cannot be assessed at this stage. Therefore, no provision
is required in the accounts.

4. New Standards Issued But Not Effective as at Reporting Date

Report of the Auditor General on the Consolidated Financial Statements of the National
Livestock Development Board and its Subsidiary for the Year ended 31 December 2020
and on the Other Legal and Regulatory Requirements under Section 12 of the National
Audit Act No. 19 of 2018

1. Financial Statements

1.1 Qualified Opinion

The audit of the financial statements of the National Livestock Development Board
(“Board”) and the Group including its Subsidiary (“Group”) for the year ended 31
December 2020 comprising the statement and financial position as at 31 December 2020
and the statement of profit and loss and the statement of other comprehensive income,
statement of changes in equity and cash flow statement for the year then ended, and notes
to the financial statements, including a summary of significant accounting policies, was
carried out under my direction in pursuance of provisions of the National Audit Act,
No.19 of 2018 and the Finance Act No. 38 of 1971 to be read in conjunction with
provisions in Article 154 (1) of the Constitution of the Democratic Socialist Republic of
Sri Lanka. The report of the Auditor General in pursuance of provisions in Article 154 (6)

of the Constitution will be tabled in Parliament in due course.

In my opinion, except for the effects of the matters described in the basis for qualified
Opinion section of this report, the financial statements of the Board and the Group give a

true and fair view of the financial position as at 31 December 2020, and its financial

.
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performance and cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with Sri Lanka

Accounting standards.

1.2 Basis for Qualified Opinion

(a) Even though the corresponding values of the previous year should be presented for all
current values in the financial statements according to paragraph 38 of Sri Lanka
Accounting Standards No 01, and although the value of Rs. 6,175,408,892, which had
been the loan balance obtained for importing dairy cattle under long-term debts, had been
added to the equity capital of the year under review, comparative value corresponding to
that in the year 2019 had not been indicated under long-term debt. Furthermore,
Rs.23,067,702, the comparative value of broiler chicken in the previous year had not
been indicated under trade biological assets, but had indicated under the segment of

capital biological assets.

(b) Even though the Board should consider temporary changes in chargeable taxes and
identify the deferred tax assets or liabilities for the year under review and adjust them to
the financial statements according to paragraphs 15 and 16 of Sri Lanka Accounting

Standards No. 12, action had not been done so.

(c) The life of the assets of property, plant and equipment that are used should be reviewed
annually and the effective life should be estimated and should be accounted as an
estimated error in the accounts in accordance with paragraphs 50 and 51 of Sri Lanka
Accounting Standards No. 16, and even though buildings motor vehicles, plant and
machinery and structures worth Rs. 267,080,960, mentioned in the fixed assets register,
had been fully depreciated, action had not been taken according to the accounting

standard as the Board is still using the assets.

(d) Even though the total value of short-term employee benefits, post-employee benefits, other

long-term benefits and payments of terminal benefits to key management parties should
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be disclosed separately according to paragraph 17 of Sri Lanka Accounting Standards
No. 24, the Board had not acted accordingly.

(e) When a company has invested in an associated company and the accumulated losses of
that company exceed the amount invested, the further recognition of losses should be
stopped and the investment should be recognized as zero and the further losses should be
recognized as a liability in accordance with paragraphs 38 and 39 of Sri Lanka
Accounting Standards No. 28. The Board had invested Rs.600,000 in the Mahaweli
Livestock Enterprises Ltd. and the sum of Rs.7,495,621, the share of the group, out of the
accumulated loss of that Company at the end of the year under review, had not been
adjusted as a liability in the financial statements of the Group. Since the accumulated loss
amounting to Rs.7,495,621 had been indicated as negative investments of the Subsidiary

under the Group, the assets had been understated by that value.

) There had been two (02) food processing machines in Bopattalawa and Adigama farms
and the total cost of the machines had been Rs. 1,979,984, and there had been a food
processing machine in Mawatte Farm that had been repaired by incurring a capital
expenditure of Rs. 3,853,490 in the year 2016 and 04 machines in Malsiripura farm and
Rosita farm, of which the value had not been stated, had not been used by the Board even
by the year under review. Adjustments required for impairment had not been made for

these assets as per paragraph 12 (f) of Sri Lanka Accounting Standards No. 36.

(g) Even though an impairment assessment should be carried out for the assets, for which there
is an indication of impairment at the end of each reporting period and the impairment loss
should be identified according to paragraph 9 of Sri Lanka Accounting Standards 36, it
was observed that a sum of Rs.578,024 had been written off annually as depreciation
instead of providing for impairment related to the animal grinding machine although the

machine, belonging to Sri Lanka Poultry Development (Private) Company repaired by

-

incurring a sum of Rs. 3,853,490 in the year 2016, remained idle even by 31 January
2024.

(h) Even though teak and mahogany plantations worth Rs. 2,379,113, owned by the Board as
at 31 December 2020, should be listed as consumable biological assets according to
paragraph 5A of Sri Lanka Accounting Standards 41, they had been indicated under

bearer biological assets (plantation).

(1) Coconut trees worth Rs.856,572,383, cashew plantation worth Rs.1,847,488 and rubber
plantation worth Rs.33,517,273 of the Board had not been recognized separately as
mature and immature in the financial statements as per paragraph 45 of Sri Lanka

Accounting Standards No. 41.

() Evidences had not been submitted in relation to the amount of Rs. 1,347,099, the balance
of immature coconut cultivation that had been prevailing even prior to the year 2009
included in the statement of financial position of Sri Lanka Poultry Development
Company (Private) Limited and the value of mature coconut trees, which had contributed
to an income of Rs.16,139,300 or 28.07%, out of the income, from coconut and related
products in the year under review had not been valued at cost or fair value and had not
been accounted as a mature plantation as per paragraph 45 of Sri Lanka Accounting

Standards No. 41.

(k) Operating segments should be identified in accordance with paragraph 5 of Sri Lanka
Reporting Standards 08 and reporting segments should be identified in accordance with
paragraph 13 and necessary disclosures should be made. Even though an operating
segment of each farm was identified according to Note No. 3.6 of the accounting policies
in the financial statements of the Board, reportable segments had not been identified and

disclosed according to paragraph 13 of the standard.
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)] Even though expected credit loss method should be used for subsequent measurements of
the trade and other debtors balance amounting to Rs.218,057,867 in accordance with
paragraph 5.5.15 of Sri Lanka Financial Reporting Standard No. 09, it was observed that
the trade and other debtors in the year under review had been over calculated or under

calculated as a result of not doing so.

(m)  Even though the allocation balance for doubtful debt had been Rs.86,835,061 according
to the schedule,, the allocation balance had been Rs.82,082,126 according to the financial
statements, and therefore, there had been a difference of Rs.4,742,935.

(n)  Even though there had been a balance totalling to Rs.10,906,995 in the total debtor balance
of the company as at 31 December 2020, comprised of a cash deficiency of Rs.619,484,
receivable from the manager of Welikanda Farm and a deficiency of biological assets
amounting to Rs.10,287,510, action had not been taken to settle the balances as there had

been no possibility of recovering the amount since person was not alive.

(0) Even though values of Rs.3,155,318 and Rs.4,784,415 had been indicated as receivables
from Sri Lanka Poultry Development Company (Private) Limited and Mahaweli
Livestock Enterprises Limited respectively under other current assets in the financial
statements of the Company, the balance payable according to the financial statements of
those companies had been Rs.525,000 and Rs.995,230 respectively. Therefore, a
difference of Rs.2,630,318 and Rs.3,789,185 was observed.

(p) The Board had initiated and operated a milk sales centre at Lanka Hospital PLC and by
the year 2016, the premises had been vacated due to the expiry of the contract period. The
balance of Rs.301,425, to be recovered from the cost incurred for the construction had
been indicated as investments in Lanka Hospital PLC under other assets in the financial
statements. Nevertheless, there had been no such a asset held by the Board as at 31

December 2020.
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(q) An amount of 10% or Rs. 141,531,077 had been deducted for the possibility of not
realizing the year-end value of those animals in indicating the values of biological assets
(animals) in the financial statement of the Board in the year 2020. The value of the
animals had been understated by that value as it was a 10% deduction since it was a
valuation at a fair value after considering all the factors in valuing these animals at a fair

value at the end of the year.

(r) Even though the stock of pig-fattener at the end of the year had been Rs.4,179,280 and
Rs.1,576,960 respectively and although it was stated that the sheep of Roshita Farm had
been Rs.52,000 according to the goods survey report of Martin Farm and Roshita Farm,
Financial statements had been prepared including this capitalized biological asset balance

in to the average stock of the Board and the farm.

(s) According to the goods survey report of the Welikanda farm, there should have been 410
cattle at the end of the year. However, there were 227 animals at time of carrying out the
physical inspection, and a shortage of 183 cattle was observed. Accordingly, the value of
actual cattle on the farm was Rs. 10,287,510 and since the value of Rs. 16,570,630 had
been mentioned in the financial statements of the Board and in the financial statements of

the farm in relation to the 410 cows, a difference of 6,283,120 was observed.

(t) The unreconciled inventory balance of the Welisara Milk Project amounting to
Rs.25,690,247, which had not existed physically, had been included in the general

inventory balance of the Board.

(u) Even though the value of imported cattle at the end of the year had been Rs.81,902,083
according to the goods survey report of Dayagama farm, a difference of Rs.1,207,208
was observed as the value of imported cattle had been presented as Rs.80,694,875 in the

financial statements of the Board and in the financial statements of the farm.
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(V) The year-end stock according to the goods survey report in relation to Bopattalawa and
Siringapatha farms and the Welisara dairy project had been Rs.7,440,958, Rs.674,516,
and Rs.4,282,233 respectively, and the stock had been indicated as Rs.11,454,301,
Rs.1,213,895 and Rs.7,975,702 respectively in the financial statements of the Board and
the financial statements of those farms. As a result, a difference of Rs.4,013,343,

Rs.539,379 and Rs.3,693,469 was observed.

(w)  Although the creditor balance to be charged from Sri Lanka Poultry Development
Company (Private) Limited had been stated as Rs. 1,305,036, there was a difference of
1,850,262 as it was stated as 3,155,318 under note No. 16 of the financial statements of

the National Livestock Development Board.

(x) It was observed that an unrealized profit balance of Rs.120,360 had been included in the
balance of accrued expenses amounting to Rs.1,455,215 in the Ridiyagama farm, and a
sum of Rs.146,469 payable for the welfare societies had been included in the trade and

other creditor balance of the Board.

(y) The scope of the audit was limited due to non-submission of written evidence to audit for
a sum of Rs.955,329 in the farm employee creditor balance, Rs.8,071,102 in deposits of
the head office, Rs.7,920,822 in value added tax of the head office and Rs.2,165,021in

insurance compensation of the head office.

(z) Even though the current tax expense and the deferred tax expense should be indicated as
the tax expense in the financial statements, and since the value of writing off of the
economic service charges amounting to Rs. 12,188,900 had been indicated in the tax
expenses of the year under review in the financial statements of the Board, the profit

before tax of the year had been overstated by that amount.
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(aa)  Even though the sale of biological assets had been Rs.183,111,248 in the cash flow
statement, the amount had been Rs.118,676,422 and as a result, a difference of

Rs.64,434,826 was observed.

(ab)  Although the opening balance of trade and other payables had been Rs.1,560,210,422
according to the audited financial statements of 2019, the balance of trade and other
payables had decreased by Rs.14,243,237 according to the financial statements since the
opening balance according to note 5.1 had been Rs.1,545,967,185. Even though the
closing balance of trade and other payables should be Rs.1,001,281,018 according to note
5.1, it had been indicated as Rs.1,000,981,295 in the financial statements. Therefore, a
difference of Rs.299,723 was observed.

(ac) Details of approvals related to the sale of trees amounting to Rs.12,913,649 had not been
submitted to the audit.

(ad)  Even though sundries had been Rs. 14,730,939 according to the financial statements of
Martin Farm, the balance had been Rs. 15,515,188 according to the schedules submitted
to the audit. Therefore, a difference of Rs. 784,249 was observed.

(ae)  Since Security deposits amounting to Rs.302,275 in Miriswatta farm had been indicated
under miscellaneous income of the Board, the income of the year under review had

increased and the current assets had decreased.

(af)  Unreconciled current Account Balance of the farm had been accounted under current

liabilities and the unsettled year-end balance had been Rs.68,268,161.
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(ag)  Any written evidence for the bank balance of Kantale amounting to Rs.858,470 and the
bank balance of the head office amounting to Rs.181,110 had not been submitted to audit.

(ah) Inthe audit test check carried out in the farms owned by the Board, the daily average milk
production of those animals had been considered as 11.5 litres, 12.8 litres and 15 litres
respectively, and values of Rs.9,320,520, Rs. 2,982,144, and Rs. 2,346,300 had been
added respectively in the valuation of animals in Ridiyagama, Manikpalama and
Bopttalawa farms. Since the use of the average value in that way instead of the actual
milk production of each dairy cow had been erroneous, the value of the animals indicated

in the financial statement had been over-calculated or under-calculated.

(ai)  The loan balance of Rs.525,000 obtained from Sri Lanka Poultry Development Company
(Private) Limited under long-term loans had been indicated under the group In the
financial statements. In preparing the consolidated accounts, these intercompany balances
had not been offset and the balance had not been indicated under National Livestock

Development Board.

(aj) Rs.74,093,275 ie. 34%, out of the total debtor balance of the Board amounting to
Rs.218,057,867, and Rs.1,904,522 i.e. 24%, out of the debtor balance of farm workers
amounting to Rs.7,785,110 included in employee debtor balances, had been balances that

had exceeded 5 years and the recovery of those balances had been uncertain

(ak) There had been a balance of Rs.2,092,750 to be recovered from Bank of Ceylon of
Kantale within the loan balances that had exceeded 05 years and the legal proceedings
had not been filed in accordance with the decision of the Cabinet of Ministers regarding
that balance. Any action had not been taken regarding this balance even by 31 December
2020, and the balance amounting to Rs. 11,947,220 to be recovered from another debtor
had not been recovered. Even though lawsuits had been filed regarding the balance of Rs.
5,821,542, included in the debtor balance of the head office, that should be recovered
from individuals and institutions, the balances had not been recovered even by the end of

the year under review. Accordingly, the recovery of these balances was uncertain.
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(al) The accuracy of the balances of allocation for depreciation amounting to Rs.2,613,904 and
the written-off value of property, plant and equipment amounting to Rs.77,458,999 could
not be confirmed in the audit as the fixed assets register of Sri Lanka Poultry
Development Company (Private) Limited had not been maintained in an updated manner.
Furthermore, the audit could not also confirm whether the value of the building of
Mawatta farm had been included in the value of the building amounting to

Rs.21,000,000.

(am) Depreciation of Rs.1,125,000 had not been accounted for the building valued at
Rs.22,500,000 and located in Barnes Place owned by Sri Lanka Poultry Development
Company (Private) Limited and although an officer was currently residing in the house,

rental income had not been identified in relation to it.

(an) According to the goods survey reports of the head office, the sales centre of the head office
and 04 farms in the year under review, there had been shortages in 187 units of goods
including a tractor-tailor, gas cylinders, television set, 3 bottle refrigerators. However,

action had not been taken to settle the deficiencies and to account them.

I conducted my audit in accordance with Sri Lanka Auditing Standards (SLAuSs). My
responsibilities, under those standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for
the Audit of the Financial Statements section of my report. I believe that the audit evidence I

have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for my qualified opinion.

1.3 Other Information included in the Annual Report 2020 of the Board

The Information, included in the Annual Report - 2020 of the Board and anticipated to be

provided to me after the date of this audit report, but not included in the financial

statements and in my audit report related to the financial statements is called the other

information. Management is responsible for the other information.

My opinion on financial statements does not cover any other information and I do not

express any kind of assurance or opinion on it.
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In relation to my audit on the financial statements, it is my responsibility to read the other
information identified above and to consider in reading so whether other information is
quantitatively inconsistent with the financial statements and according to my knowledge

obtained during the audit or otherwise.

If I conclude that there are material misstatements when I read the Annual Report - 2020
of the Board, those facts should be communicated to Those Charged with Governance for
correcting the other information. If there are any further misstatements not corrected, they
will be included in the report that will be tabled by me in Parliament in due course in

terms of Article 154 (6) of the Constitution.

1.4  Responsibilities of Management and Those Charged with Governance for the

Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation of financial statements that give a true and
fair view in accordance with Sri Lanka Accounting Standards, and for such internal
control as management determine is necessary to enable the preparation of financial

statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, management is responsible for assessing the
Board’s ability to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related
to going concern and using the going concern basis of accounting unless management
either intend to liquidate the Board or to cease operations, or has no realistic alternative

but to do so.

Those charged with governance are responsible for overseeing the Board’s financial

reporting process.

As per Section 16 (1) of the National Audit Act No. 19 of 2018, the Board is required to
maintain proper books and records of all its income, expenditure, assets and liabilities, to

enable annual and periodic financial statements to be prepared of the Board.
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1.5  Auditor’s Responsibility on the Audit of the Financial Statements

My objective is to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as
a whole are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue
an auditor’s report that includes my opinion.

The risk of not detecting a material misstatement resulting
from fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve
collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, misrepresentations, or the override of
internal control.

presentation.
I communicate with those charged with governance regarding, among other matters
significant audit findings, including any significant deficiencies in internal control that I

2. Report on Other Legal and Regulatory Requirements

2.1 Specific provisions are included in the following requirements of the National Audit Act,
No. 19 0of 2018.

2.1.1 I have obtained all the information and explanations necessary for the audit according to
the requirements as specified in Section 12 (a) Section of the National Audit Act, No. 19
of 2018, except for the effect of the matters described in the Basis for Qualified Opinion
section of my report, and as far as appears from my examination, the Group has

maintained proper financial records.

2.1.2 The financial statements presented is consistent with the preceding year as per the

requirement of Section 6 (1) (d) (iii) of the National Audit Act, No. 19 of 2018.

2.1.3 The financial statements presented includes all the recommendations made by me in the
previous year as per the requirement of Section 6 (1) (d) (iv) of the National Audit Act,
No. 19 0of 2018.

2.2 Based on the procedures performed and evidence obtained were limited to matters that

are material, nothing has come to my attention;

2.2.1 to state that any member of the governing body of the Institution has any direct or indirect
interest in any contract entered into by the Institution which are out of the normal cause
of business as per the requirement of section 12 (d) of the National Audit Act, No. 19 of
2018.
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2.2.2  to state that the Institution has not complied with any applicable written law, general and
special directions issued by the governing body of the Institution as per the requirement
of section 12 (f) of the National Audit Act, No. 19 of 2018 except for the following

observation;

2.2.4 to state that the resources of the Institution had not been procured and utilized
economically, efficiently and effectively within the time frames and in compliance with
the applicable laws as per the requirement of section 12 (h) of the National Audit Act No.
19 of 2018.
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2.3 Other Matters

(a)  The total amount of one year loan given to 21 farms belonging to the company and
which had exceeded 1 year had been Rs. 2,144,854 and action had not been taken
to recover the balance. Furthermore, the festival advance balance amounting to

Rs.9,550, which had exceeded 5 years, had not been recovered.

(b) There had been balances of Rs.191,224,252, which had been prevailed for more
than a year in the balance of trade and other payables of the Board, but action had

not been taken to pay and settle the balance.

(©) Agreements had been entered in to for a land of 517 perches located in
Mahaberiyathenna with a private company for 99 years for a consideration of

Rs.24,418,300, and another land of 31 perches located in Welisara with a private
garment company for a consideration of Rs.31,600,800 for 30 years. According to

Section 2 of the State Agricultural Corporations Act No. 11 of 1972 and the
amendment made by the Gazette No. 157 dated 14 February 1975, the functions
to be performed by the Board were specified, and it was observed that leasing of

these lands was not related to those functions.
